* Supervise and assist Team Leaders while they are working in your program area; inspire them become
better instructors

* Contribute to and participate in daily opening and closing ceremonies, all-camp activities, snack and
lunch supervision, and camper check-in and check-out processes

* Collaborate and cooperate with fellow staff members to provide an unforgettable camp experience for
your campers — and yourself!

*  Assist with daily set up and clean up before and after camp

* Attend weekly staff meetings on Thursdays, 3pm-5pm

* Attend one weekend of mandatory training (June 6-7,2009)

Program hours are optional.

Compensation
Instructors will be paid between $525 and $625 per week of camp (5, 6, 7, or 8 weeks depending on location)
based on experience and level of education. Payroll is processed every two weeks.
